Paper Shredding: Accepting only residential paper until the 
truck is full.  Papers will be placed into a common bin prior to 
shredding to assure nothing will damage the shredder in the truck. 
 

Styrofoam® Recycling:  Accepting clean, white blocks of 
expanded polystyrene (EPS) with symbol #6 put in clear plastic bags. 
Remove any tape, stickers, labels, and cardboard.  Electrical fixtures 
furniture & appliances are packed typically in EPS.  NOT Accepting: 
food service items, egg/meat trays, colored EPS or packaging peanuts. 
 

Electronic Recycling: Accepting TVs, Monitors, Computers, 
Computer Component, Laptop, UPS, Power Cord, Keyboard, Mice, 
Speakers, Router, Docking Station, Modem, Printers, Copiers, Fax 
Machine, Toner/Ink Cartridges, Stereo Equipment, Blu-Ray/DVD 
Player, VCR’s, Cable Boxes, Telephones, Cell Phones, Answering 
Machine, Gaming Console, Camera, Remote Controls, Typewriter 
Not Accepting: Fire Alarm, Dehumidifier, Microwave, Refrigerator, 
Thermostats, Equipment containing gas or oil, Putrescible items,
